Brief highlight of the work is as follows: The present article presents selective and sensitive recognition of anions by pyrimidine based molecular probe in DMSO-H2O (7: 3, v/v) by fluorescence spectroscopy. From the fluorescence titration, we found that receptor selective recognition of F- ions over other halides and HSO4- amongst other oxo-anions. We have calculated the binding constant form fluorescence experiment; it revealed that F- binds strong with receptor through F-…HN interactions. Upon addition of F- to receptor, color changes from green to color less. The 1H-NMR titrations with F- are found to be in good agreement with its fluorescence studies.
